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use of the aeroplane at a rock bottom

price, but still needed to ensure that the
supplies would be useful and would be
distributed to children in need.

A telephone call to Philip O’Brien,
UNICEF Coordinator of Operation Lifeline
Sudan (OLS) helped. As well as assuring
David that his plan was not totally insane,
Philip agreed that David should appeal for
funds rather than goods, so that UNICEF
could buy the supplies needed by OLS at the
right price. UNICEF would organise the
distribution.

Another important call was to the UK
Committee for UNICEF. The Committee
launched a direct mail appeal and helped
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: 2 ; vavia ana tne Antonov 124, the piggest cargo
with supplies. He soon negotiated the plane on earth
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all over the world and from many

the UK Committee’s direct mail appeal.
Media appeals for donations in newspapers
and on radio generated £32,000. In total, the
Aeroplane for Sudan appeal has raised over
£124,000 so far.

The Government stepped in to help by
donating 200 metric tonnes of high energy

organisations. In the meantime, his
campaign has highlighted the needs of
childreninsouthern Sudan. As Robert Smith,
Executive Director of the UK Committee
for UNICEF said:

“What David has done for the children
of southern Sudan cannot simply be
measured in kilos and tonnes. He found a
way to put Sudan back in the spotlight when
it was in danger of being completely
forgotten. I thank him, on behalf of UNICEF
staff here and in southern Sudan, and on
behalf of the children.”
